EXAMPLE OF HOW THIS APPLIES TO AN INVESTOR?

Liz had $10,000 in the Moderate Fund at the start of the year and did not make any further
contributions. At the end of the year, Liz received a return after fund charges but before taxes
were deducted of $462 (that is 4.62% of her initial $10,000). Liz also paid $0 in other
charges. This gives Liz a total return before tax of $462 for the year.

! Total fund charges are exclusive of GST and are made up of the management fee, the

underlying fund managers’ fees and other administration fees, which are accrued on a daily
basis and reflected in the unit price of the fund. Total fund charges comprise:

e management fees, which are paid to Britannia for the management of the fund’s assets;

e underlying managers’ fees and expenses (including any performance fees of their
underlying funds), which are estimated and paid to the underlying fund managers for their
management services; and

e other administration fees, which include the Administration Manager’s fees (for registry,
valuation and unit pricing services), and the estimated accounting expenses of the fund.

The Manager may also charge reasonable auditing and other professional services charges to
the fund in the future. Currently the Manager does not charge these fees to the fund, so the
estimated fee for professional services is nil.
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
